Online Answers





One of the most common questions asked in math is, “Why do you assign so much homework?” There are multiple answers to this question, however, my favorite one is, “Practice Makes Better.” In other words, the more someone practices something the better they become at that something. For example, a basketball player who practices everyday will be a better basketball player than the player who only practices once a week. The same is true for the mathematics student.
